3. Who sends angels? Jesus says, "They will see the Son of
Man coming on the clouds of the sky, with power and great

glory. And he will send his angels"
Matthew 24:30,31 [also Mt. 16:27, 25:31]

4.Who do the chosen belong to? Jesus says, You did not
choose me, but I chose you... but I chose you out of the
world, therefore the world hates you. John 15:16, 19

5. Who is with believers through all eternity ? Jesus says,

"I will be with you always, to the very end of the age"
